The Bell Warriors compete in the
National Capital Amateur Football
Association (NCAFA) league featuring
teams from across Ottawa. Check out
ncafa.org to see all of the teams. The
girls’ league has open player
boundaries. The Bell Warrior area is
roughly Goulburn and Bell Corners.
Teams play an 8 game regular season
from mid-May through June with a final
championship weekend in late June.

This touch football league is a city-wide
competitive program but the accent is on
fun and skill development as this is often
a player’s first real exposure to football. If
numbers warrant it multiple Pee Wee and
Bantam teams can be registered.

Pee Wee: 12-14 years old (1998,

1997, 1996), able 11 year olds are
allowed to play but are decided on a case
by case basis. If numbers warrant it an
11 year old development program would
be set up (1 practice, 1 game per week).
This would not be an NCAFA league.

Bantam: 15-18 years old (1995,
1994, 1993, 1992)

Touch football involves 2-3 sessions per
week (games and/or practices). Practices
and games will take place at Bell High
School, however there is field space at
Sacred Heart Catholic High School on
the weekends and every effort will be
made to have some games and practices
in Stittsville.

-Cost is $150 (uniform included) for the
competitive program.

-May, June developmental program costs
$75 (2 t-shirts included).

-Free initiation/training camp sessions
begin in April at Bell HS. These sessions
begin inside and move outside as
conditions permit.
